Meet Little Bobby Wu.  <> Bobby was the first batter in the inning.  He got a double!  <> Bobby then ran to third when the next batter hit a ground ball to the second baseman.  <> So, Bobby is currently on third base with one out in the inning.

Look who’s coming to bat!  It’s Big Frank Power!   <> Frank hits a big, powerful fly ball deep to right field.  <> But he didn’t hit it far enough, and it looks like the outfielder will be able to catch it!

Meanwhile, Little Bobby Wu decides to try to run home and score while the ball is still in the air.  <> However, Little Bobby’s efforts are all in vain, as, according to the rules of Baseball, a runner can’t advance from their base until the outfielder makes a play on the ball. <> Little Bobby gets thrown out easily at third base by the outfielder! <> The inning is over, and Little Bobby’s team didn’t score any runs. <>

Remember, if a batter hits a high fly ball, you should wait at your base until the outfielder makes a play on the ball.  If you leave the base before the ball is caught, the outfielder can throw the ball to the base you came from and force you out.  Little Bobby learned this the hard way.

Last time, we saw Little Bobby Wu fail to tag up properly.  As a result, he was thrown out, his team got two outs, and everyone was very sad. Let’s see if Little Bobby has learned his lesson from last time.

Once again, meet Little Bobby Wu.  <> Bobby was the first batter in the inning.  This time, he got a triple!  <> The next batter struck out <> So, Bobby is once again on third base with one out in the inning.

Look who’s coming to bat!  It’s Big Frank Power again!   <> Frank hits a big, powerful fly ball deep to right field.  <> But he didn’t hit it far enough, and it looks like the outfielder will be able to catch it!

Little Bobby sees that the ball will probably be caught by the right fielder.  Little Bobby goes back to third base and waits there with his foot on the bag.  <> The outfielder catches the ball, and Little Bobby tags up and sprints for home.  <>  The outfielder can’t throw to home base in time, and Little Bobby is safe at the plate! <>  Little Bobby scores a run for his team, and everyone is happy!  <>

Remember, if a batter hits a high fly ball, you should wait at your base until the outfielder makes a play on the ball.  Once the outfielder makes the play on the ball—and not before—then you can try to advance to the next base.
