Video #1: How NOT to tag up properly.
NARRATOR
Hello there!  I’m Stace McFadden, and in today’s video we will be showing you how NOT to tag up during a baseball game.

NARRATOR
Meet Little Bobby Wu.  <Cut to Bobby standing on Third Base, grinning> Bobby was the first batter in the inning.  He got a double!  <Cut to Bobby running the bases> Bobby then ran to third when the next batter hit a ground ball to the second baseman.  <Cut to Bobby running to third> So, Bobby is currently on third base with one out in the inning.

NARRATOR
Look who’s coming to bat!  It’s Big Frank Power!   <Cut to Frank flexing his muscles and intimidating everyone> Frank hits a big, powerful fly ball deep to right field.  <Cut to the outfielder moving back back back> But he didn’t hit it far enough, and it looks like the outfielder will be able to catch it!

NARRATOR
Meanwhile, Little Bobby Wu decides to try to run home and score while the ball is still in the air.  <Cut to Bobby running across home plate and celebrating> However, Little Bobby’s efforts are all in vain, as, according to the rules of Baseball, a runner can’t advance from their base until the outfielder makes a play on the ball. <Cut to Bobby’s face turning from jubilation to shock> Little Bobby gets thrown out easily at third base by the outfielder! <Cut to the throw out at third base> The inning is over, and Little Bobby’s team didn’t score any runs. <Cut to the team sitting dejectedly in the dugout , and Bobby sitting in the corner pissed off>

NARRATOR
Remember, if a batter hits a high fly ball, you should wait at your base until the outfielder makes a play on the ball.  If you leave the base before the ball is caught, the outfielder can throw the ball to the base you came from and force you out.  Little Bobby learned this the hard way.

Last time, we saw Little Bobby Wu fail to tag up properly.  As a result, he was thrown out, his team got two outs, and everyone was very sad. <Cut to flashback from last video> Let’s see if Little Bobby has learned his lesson from last time.

NARRATOR
Once again, meet Little Bobby Wu.  <Cut to Bobby standing on Third Base, grinning> Bobby was the first batter in the inning.  This time, he got a triple!  <Cut to Bobby running the bases> The next batter struck out <cut to the batter striking out> So, Bobby is once again on third base with one out in the inning.

NARRATOR
Look who’s coming to bat!  It’s Big Frank Power again!   <Cut to Frank flexing his muscles and intimidating everyone> Frank hits a big, powerful fly ball deep to right field.  <Cut to the outfielder moving back back back> But he didn’t hit it far enough, and it looks like the outfielder will be able to catch it!

NARRATOR
Little Bobby sees that the ball will probably be caught by the right fielder.  Little Bobby goes back to third base and waits there with his foot on the bag.  <Cut to Bobby doing this> The outfielder catches the ball, and Little Bobby tags up and sprints for home.  <Cut to Bobby doing this>.  The outfielder can’t throw to home base in time, and Little Bobby is safe at the plate! <Cut to the play at the plate>  Little Bobby scores a run for his team, and everyone is happy!  <Cut to his teammates carrying Bobby off the field like a champion>

NARRATOR
Remember, if a batter hits a high fly ball, you should wait at your base until the outfielder makes a play on the ball.  Once the outfielder makes the play on the ball—and not before—then you can try to advance to the next base.

3. Bobby getting a double
4. Bobby running from 2 to 3
5. Bobby getting a triple
6. Frank flexing his muscles
7. Frank hitting a high fly to right
8. Outfielder moving back to catch the ball
9. Outfielder catching the ball
10. Bobby running home before the ball is caught (catcher/ump are confused)
11. Bobby finding out that he needed to tag up
12. Bobby running back to third base
13. Bobby getting thrown out at third
14. Team sitting dejectedly in dugout
15. Bobby tagging up properly
16. Bobby sprinting for home after tagging up
17. Bobby safe at the plate!
